7. AKA report

Chris Whibley has been voted in as vice president of the AKA of SA after Craig Denton’s resignation.

The only other business attended to was finalisation of the 2011 race calendar.

8. General business

8.1 Working bee
A working bee has been set for the weekend of 15th and 16th of January with a view to completing the lap scorer’s box, and preparing the track for the first race meeting. There will be a barbecue both days. Chris has list of jobs for everyone to do.
8.2 Canteen
Chris has spoken with Craig Henderson. He has a friend who is happy to cook the barbecue on race day. The ladies (Cheryl Ellis, Linda Harris, Rachel Ford and Nancy Rugolo) have thing organised and are assembling a list of volunteers and potential volunteers to assist.

8.3 Track inspection
The track will not be ready for an inspection until after next weekend’s working bee because the fence in front of the lap scorer’s box cannot be completed until the glass is in. As the track is currently licensed until the end of January we will seek an inspection after the first race meeting.

8.4 Pocket bike dates
Chris has a list of dates (10), 4 of which are the Sunday following our race dates. He will pass this on to the Adelaide Pocket Bike Association. The AKA will need to see their insurance certificate of currency for 2011 before they can race.

8.5 Hire of equipment
There are concerns about how the lights etc have been handled at the State Championships. In addition we have still not been paid for the last hire in September. Chris to follow payment up with the GKCSA treasurer.
Peter Wallace has put together a simple hire agreement as an example of what we could do. Chris will forward it to the rest of the committee. John suggested that we use this agreement plus charge a $500 bond, and have both the hire fee and bond paid on delivery of the goods hired. There was some discussion on the issue but no firm agreement because, apart from anything else we have not been approached by either Dublin GKC or GKCSA for further hires.

8.6 Masters games
The Masters games subcommittee need to meet to set the supp regs and sort out the Masters games milestones. This will be at Chris’s at 19:30 on Tuesday 18th January.

8.7 Club championship rules

It was agreed that the rules would change so that if a C or D grade driver wins the open trophy for a class, then the next highest scoring C or D grade driver will be the winner of the C/D grade trophy. Also the current C or D grade winner(s) will not be eligible for the same trophy the next year. The final agreed change is that a class must run with Barossa Go Kart Club members at at least 50% of race meetings for the year to be eligible for a club championship trophy.
8.8 Free membership
The Ligertwood family have applied for free membership for 2011 based on their participation on the committee last year. It was felt that they fell outside of the agreed criteria for free membership, however the following motion was raised and discussed.

8.9 Clubman Over 40 Light
Graeme Jensen and Ian Williams have requested that we consider running a Clubman Over 40 light class as there are a number of light over 40 drivers whose only other option is to run Clubman Light with all the young guns coming up from Juniors, or the Sportsman SA class which has been equally competitive for the last couple of years. They would be happy to run from the rear of the regular Over 40 field. No one had any objections to trying this so Chris will request an amendment to the MRJ Challenge supp regs so that it can be trialled at the next race meeting.

8.10 Pink slips
Sparky Marquis has collected 2 pink slips for no transponder and is concerned that he will get an enforced “holiday” if he gets a 3rd one. David clarified the issue. The “holiday” is given to those that get 3 written warnings. A pink slip does not constitute a written warning.
8.11 Lap records
John suggested that new lap record holders should be given a prize eg a rear sprocket or something of similar value. We would then publish the new lap record. This generated considerable discussion since many of our current records have been timed on drivers’ own timing equipment (eg Alfano) whereas now the AKA CMS system can list these at each race meeting. This needs to be discussed further as no resolution was reached, ie whether or not we would start afresh each year or keep the existing records until they are bettered.

8.12 Sponsorship
Phil Morrison from Kustom Karts is unlikely to sponsor the closed meetings this year as it is unlikely that we will hold any due to problems with the calendaring. John will try and negotiate some alternate sponsorship with him. He will also discuss with Simon Layne some sort of recognition for his donation of diesel for the generator eg we name the generator corner Liberty oils corner.
