7. AKA report

See attached. Report presented by Nat Rugolo and Chris Whibley.
There was a great deal of discussion around a proposal for allocation of hosting rights for the National Championships in SA in 2013 and beyond. Brian Sparrow had proposed that the Nationals be hosted at the Monarto, Mount Gambier and Southern circuits (in that order) in rotation, effectively locking out any other options at least until after 2027. At present Monarto is the only track which meets the requirements to host a National championship. There was no mention of what if anything was in this proposal for the clubs that do not own these tracks, nor does it encourage any of the other tracks or clubs to make the effort to upgrade or build a new track capable of running such an event. Simon suggested that we would be better served if the proposal was reworded such that the event was rotated between the tracks which were of a standard to run the event. Ultimately John moved the following motion.
Motion: Barossa Go Kart Club instructs it’s delegate to vote against the proposal to rotate the national championships between the Monarto, Mount Gambier and Southern tracks when they are run in South Australia.

8. General business

8.1 Masters games update
There is another AMG meeting in a fortnight. The event has been promoted at the Victorian Open. Every competitor got a flyer and it was announced at drivers’ briefing.

Officials’ accommodation has been secured. Accommodation is generally scarce on the AMG weekend. Security has been arranged for the Friday and Saturday nights. A band and roast dinner has also been arranged for the Friday night. The committee is currently looking to organise a bus to take competitors to and from the opening ceremony on Saturday night. Promotion is ongoing.

8.2 Canteen
Chris is getting prices for stainless steel items (benches, cupboards etc) for the kitchen as it will need to be upgraded ahead of the Masters Games. Cost is looking to be around $3300.

8.5 Certificates of appreciation

8.6 Hire of track lights
Greg Stillwell has indicated that Monarto is still interested in hiring our lights. If this is to happen then there will need to be boxes made up to transport them in. Chris has had a best quote of $750 for 2. Nat will see if he can get them done at a better price.

Chris will refine the hire agreement that Peter wrote last year and distribute it for comment.

8.7 Tree removal fee
Simon explained that the fee had to be paid as an offset against the cost of other organisations planting trees to replace the one we remove. There was considerable discussion around whether or not there was actually a need to remove the tree. The general consensus was not. We will wait until the next track inspection and await comments.
8.8 Flooding
We have had another flood in the car park. Damon Lehmann has suggested modifications to route the water around the pits and down the driveway. We’re looking at 40 tons of road base and about a half a day of work. This will be done before the next race meeting.

8.9 Tech inspector
David has asked Frank Pavan to return the engine measuring tools (that belong to the club) to Alan Harris. It hasn’t happened yet. Chris will follow this up with Frank.

8.10 Sponsorship
Phil Morrison would like his Kustom Karts sign moved. Phil has told John that he is getting value advertising at places like Strathalbyn dirt kart club. We need to do a better package, part of which is to have a program with sponsor details in it at each race meeting. He has asked for an entrant list on the Thursday before each race meeting so that he can put together a program. Frank will supply the details.
8.11 Stewards’ room
The stewards have complained that the stewards’ room can be very hot in the warm weather. We need to install (at the minimum) a fan or preferably an air conditioner. We will keep a lookout for one.
